Barbara H. Johnson is a co-founder and communications director of the Board of Directors of The Quivera Coalition, a group formed to work collaboratively with randers and environmentalist, scientists and local residents to restore the watershed.  She also serves as the group’s communications director.  She will fill the seat on the board designated for conservation organizations. 
Johnson is a member of a wide array of community and advisory groups, including the New Mexico Land Conservation Collaborative, the Collaborative Forest Restoration Program’s technical advisory committee, Natural Resources Conservation Service state technical committee, the advisory committee of the Partners’ Land Trust and others.  She also served as the delegate to the National Sierra Club Council of Club Leaders for four years.
